* DO NOT PASS the lead canoe with out the consent of the trip coordinator! It can and does cause many problems for
other paddlers in the group. Again, those paddling behind you may be confused as to which canoe/kayak to follow,
where the safe passage areas are, etc. The lead canoe, alone, sets the pace for the trip.

* WEAR YOUR PFD!!! -- This ECC policy is not up for discussion.
* No Alcoholic Beverages are allowed on ECC events.
