* Stay together within the group. Stay within sight of the canoes in front of you, and behind you. Don’t split off from 
the main body to go "exploring." Those paddling behind you may be confused as to which canoe/kayak to follow, 
where the safe passage areas are, etc. Let someone know should you need to stop for a "Nature Break."

* DO NOT PASS the lead canoe with out the consent of the trip coordinator! It can and does cause many problems 
for other paddlers in the group. Again, those paddling behind you may be confused as to which canoe/kayak to 
follow, where the safe passage areas are, etc. The lead canoe, alone, sets the pace for the trip.

Rules of safe travel upon the water are the primary concern of the Exmoor Canoe Club and shall be determined 
solely by the Exmoor  Canoe Club Committee.  By signing below I agree that my failure to abide completely by these 
policies will be sufficient grounds for my immediate dismissal from the Exmoor Canoe Club.
